Alliant Energy is securing a growing
amount of data-center (DC) business
across its Midwest service area. In-
deed, the Wisconsin-based electric utility
recently contracted an additional 900
megawatts of DC-related power demand
through 2030, bringing the overall in-
crease in so-called peak load to 50%, or
roughly three gigawatts, over the next
several years. As we understand it, the up-
side reflects a fourth electric service agree-
ment with QTS Centers, a portfolio compa-
ny of private equity firm Blackstone and
DC host to some of the world’s largest tech
companies.

An updated four-year capital plan has
Alliant investing $13.4 billion in exist-
ing and new power generation. In the
queue is a new, 100-megawatt, natural
gas-fired plant near the utility’s Prairie
Creek Generating Station in Cedar
Rapids, Iowa, and wupgrades to other
facilities. Also on tap is a further buildout
of energy storage, which will help Alliant
better meet demand for electricity during
sub-optimal periods for solar- and wind-
power generation.

Together, operating cash flow and

new debt should fund about 70% of Al-
liant’s aforementioned expansion
plans. An offering of additional LNT
shares ought to account for about 18%.
Lastly, Alliant expects to raise some 12%
of the required funding from the continued
sale of renewable-energy tax credits. That
said, there is the risk that those monetize-
able assets are ultimately phased out, as
the Trump administration has been highly
critical of renewable energy, in general,
and wind power, specifically.

Next year’s dividend increase is ex-
pected to be a bit smaller than 2025’s.
Notably, Alliant is targeting a 5.4% boost
in 2026, down slightly from 6.3% this year.
Increased conservatism speaks, in part, to
the utility’s myriad growth opportunities
that are arguably a better near-term use
of cash.

These shares are an untimely selec-
tion for relative year-ahead price per-
formance. At the recent quotation, we
think that buy-and-hold investors will also
do better elsewhere. Alliant remains a
decent play on Al-driven data-center
growth but its shares seem a bit pricy.

execute well as 2025 unfolds. Third-
quarter earnings came in at $1.80 per
share, a bit below expectations, though
revenue of $6.01 billion comfortably ex-
ceeded our forecast and marked an 11%
year-over-year increase. Management reaf-
firmed its targets and continues to steer
investors toward the upper half of its full-
year operating earnings range of $5.75-
$5.95 per share. We are also maintaining
our 2025 estimate at $5.90 and our 2026
forecast at $6.30, with modest upward ad-
justments to our revenue outlook following
the stronger-than-expected top-line per-
formance.

The long-term growth story remains
firmly intact. AEP unveiled a significant-
ly larger five-year capital plan totaling $72
billion, up from the $54 billion program
previously outlined. The expansion is
being driven by unprecedented system
demand, including 28 GW of contracted
load additions, up from 24 GW just a
quarter ago. Data centers and large indus-
trial users continue to dominate new com-
mitments, while another 190 GW of load
requests remain in the queue.

results. Revenues reached $3.8 billion,
aided by strong retail sales volume growth
of approximately 4.5%. Industrial custom-
ers contributed about 7% expansion as
new facilities ramped up operations. The
utility benefited from rate base growth
and regulatory mechanisms across several
areas. However, these gains were partially
offset by higher operating expenses and in-
creased interest costs from debt used to fi-
nance infrastructure investments.
Altogether, these factors caused the com-
pany to post earnings of $1.53 per share
during the September period.

We expect solid performance over the
rest of 2025. Higher volumes are likely
here, as management has raised capital
project spending to $40 billion over the
next four years to accommodate growing
customer demand. These capital projects
will enable Entergy to serve a larger load
and expand its renewable portfolio. Indus-
trial sales expansion should also be bol-
stered by new growth in Arkansas. The
data center pipeline continues to grow,
while traditional industrial segments are
also showing strong demand. Overall, we

The company’s long-term prospects
appear quite favorable. The service cov-
erage area has benefited from higher
power demand, including from its industri-
al base, as more customers are brought on
board. This includes new deals for large
customers in Louisiana and Mississippi,
while Entergy has seven to 12 gigawatts of
data center opportunities in its pipeline.
Industrial activity across Texas and Loui-
siana should drive population growth.
Management has secured more than 19
gigawatts of power island equipment ca-
pacity, with eight gigawatts available for
expansion. Costs will likely rise, and an
expanding share count should dilute prof-
its. We think earnings will decline 12%, to
$3.60 per share, in 2026 before eventually
rebounding to $4.20 by 2028-2030.

Shares of Entergy are ranked Below
Average for Timeliness. The stock
trades above our 3- to 5-year Target Price
Range, suggesting limited appreciation
potential. But the dividend yield is attrac-
tive.

Evergy continues to post solid results
as 2025 nears an end. Third-quarter
profits came in at $2.03 per share, just a
touch below our estimate, while revenue of
$1.8 billion reflected solid underlying
demand despite weather-related pressure
earlier in the year. Management narrowed
its 2025 earnings per share target to
$3.92-$4.02, and our $4.00 estimate sits
right near the high point. We’re also keep-
ing our 2026 forecast at $4.30, represent-
ing 5% growth and in line with the compa-
ny’s long-term 4%-6% annual goal. The
stock has increased nearly 10% in value
since our September report, helped by
strong execution and improving visibility.

Regulatory traction remains a key
support. Kansas regulators recently ap-
proved several new generation and solar
projects, along with the Kansas Central
rate case settlement that delivers a $128
million net revenue increase and a 9.7%
allowed ROE on transmission. These out-
comes provide a clearer earnings runway
as Evergy continues to invest in reliability
upgrades, grid modernization, and renew-
able additions across both Kansas and
Missouri. Management also increased the

Evergy’s economic development
pipeline still exceeds 15 GW, with 4-6 GW
of active opportunities tied to data centers
and advanced manufacturing. New
projects, including the recently announced
Lambda Al factory and expanding hyper-
scaler discussions, have the potential to
lift long-term load growth toward 4%-5%
annually through 2029, above the compa-
ny’s base outlook. These developments
support additional investment beyond cur-
rent plans and position Evergy as a key
regional supplier as digital infrastructure
demand rapidly expands across the central
U.S.

These shares may appeal to conserva-
tive, income-oriented accounts. They
are ranked Above Average (2) for Safety,
and hold a 3.6% yield after the recent divi-
dend hike. What’s more, these shares
carry a top-notch rating for Price Stability
(100), and a good score for Earnings Pre-
dictability (85).

FirstEnergy’s Ohio rate case contin-
ues to drag on. To recap, 18 months ago
the utility holding company filed for high-
er rates in the Buckeye state for the first
time since the 2020 bribery scandal came
to light. Although new leadership has done
a good job of moving on from that chapter
of the company’s history, Ohioans are
loath to forget, and requests for higher
prices have been met with strong opposi-
tion. FirstEnergy requested a $190 million
hike (later amended to $183.4 million) in
annual revenue, which was countered with
a recommendation for an $8.5 million in-
crease from the staff at the state’s public
utilities commission. The Ohio Consumer’s
Counsel, a watchdog agency, has been ac-
tively involved in the case, suggesting re-
ductions instead of hikes. The wide dis-
connect is partly due to the opinion of
many Ohioans that the company’s past
bribery settlement was inadequate. A deci-
sion is expected by year’s end. Ohio makes
up about 17% of FirstEnergy’s rate base.

The company has reset its tally of ad-
justed earnings. Leadership contends
that FirstEnergy has made strides in rais-
ing core earnings in recent years, but the

growth doesn’t show through due to the
impact of certain non-core components of
operating profits. To rectify the situation,
the company began reporting adjusted
earnings this year for its distribution, in-
tegrated, standalone transmission, and
corporate segments, excluding the affect
on profits from the pension and the equity
interest in the Signal Peak coal mine
(recently sold). Under the new format, last
year’s adjusted earnings would have been
reported as $2.37 per share, a 7.7% gain
from the comparable $2.20 pro forma level
in 2023. FirstEnergy’s target for adjusted
earnings this year is now $2.50-$2.56 per
share. Leadership has reiterated its ex-
pectation of annual share-earnings growth
of 6%-8% for 2025 to 2029, as transmission
investments are said to be soaring. The
company should also continue to benefit
from constructive rate settlements across
much of its Mid-Atlantic service area, in-
cluding portions of Maryland, New Jersey,
Pennsylvania, and West Virginia.

This stock does not quite stand out at
the recent valuation. But the yield looks
good versus the 3.3% peer median.

Broader economic development across the
service territory remains a tailwind as
well, driven by state initiatives and indus-
trial expansions that should underpin load
growth over the next several years.

From a financial standpoint, the main
update since our last review is the
equity raise. OGE launched a $345 mil-
lion public stock offering in November,
with an additional 1.2 million shares
available to underwriters. Roughly half of
the shares were issued directly, and the
remainder will be delivered through for-
ward sale agreements. While the offering
modestly increases share count, it also
helps support the company’s sizable gener-
ation and transmission buildout. The stock
has stayed relatively flat since our Sep-
tember issue.

These shares are best suited for con-
servative, income-focused investors.
OGE holds a strong yield of 3.8% and is
ranked Above Average (2) for Safety. Add-
ing to prospects, it also holds a top notch
rating for Price Stability (100).

The Ibbotson equity risk premium based on the PRPM is
derived by applying the PRPM to the monthly risk premiums between Ibbotson
large company common stock monthly returns and average Aaa and Aa corporate
monthly bond yields, from January 1928 through January 2026.

The equity risk premium based on the Value Line Summary and Index is derived
by subtracting the average consensus forecast of Aaa corporate bonds of 5.29%
(from page 1 of this Schedule) from the projected 3-5 year total annual market
return of 11.12% (described fully in note 1 on page 3 of Schedule DWD-6).
Using data from Bloomberg Professional Services, Value Line, and S&P Global
Market Intelligence for the S&P 500, an expected total return of 18.62% was
derived based upon expected dividend yields as a proxy for income returns and
long-term earnings growth estimates as a proxy for capital appreciation.
Subtracting the average consensus forecast of Aaa corporate bonds of 5.29%
results in an expected equity risk premium of 13.33%.

Using the equation
generated from the regression, an expected equity risk premium is calculated
using the prospective A2 rated public utility bond yield of 5.65% (from line 3,
page 1 of this Schedule).

The Predictive Risk Premium Model (PRPM) is applied to the risk premium of
the monthly total returns of the S&P Utility Index and the monthly yields on
Moody's A2 rated public utility bonds from January 1928 - January 2026.

Using data from Bloomberg, Value Line, and S&P Capital IQ for the S&P Utilities
Index, an expected return of 12.16% was derived based on expected dividend
yields as a proxy for income returns and long-term growth estimates as a proxy
for market appreciation. Subtracting the expected A2 rated public utility bond
yield of 5.65%, calculated on line 3 of page 1 of this Schedule results in an
equity risk premium of 6.51%. (12.16% - 5.65% = 6.51%)).

The criteria for selection of the proxy group of non-price regulated companies comparable in total
risk to the proxy group of thirteen electric companies was that the non-price regulated companies
be domestic and reported in Value Line Investment Survey (Standard Edition).

The proxy group of non-price regulated companies was selected based on the unadjusted beta range
0f 0.73 - 0.99 and residual standard error of the regression range of 2.6932 - 3.2120 of the proxy
group of thirteen electric companies.

These ranges are based upon plus or minus two standard deviations of the unadjusted beta and
standard error of the regression. Plus or minus two standard deviations captures 95.50% of the
distribution of unadjusted betas and residual standard errors of the regression.

The standard deviation of the Utility Proxy Group’s residual standard error of the regression is
0.1297. The standard deviation of the standard error of the regression is calculated as follows:
